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SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS 
 
 

•  You must be a U.S. citizen or be a permanent resident of the U.S.  
 
•  You must be either a full-time student at a Louisiana university or a full-time teacher of French in   
    the Louisiana school system. 
  
•  University students must have a declared Major in French Education or in French   
    Liberal Arts.  Students must have an overall GPA of at least 2.5. Students must have a GPA of  
    at least 2.75 for their French courses. 
  
•  For universities who offer 3 credit hours for the beginners-level French course, students must  
    have completed a minimum of 13 hours of university French to apply for a scholarship. For   
    universities who offer 5 credit hours for the beginners-level French courses, students must have  
    completed a minimum of 15 hours of university French to apply for a scholarship. Credit  
    received from Advanced Placement Testing is counted toward credit requirements for a  
    scholarship. 
  
•  Only teachers of French in Louisiana who are U.S. citizens or who are permanent residents of  
   the U.S. may apply for a scholarship. Only full-time teachers of French in Louisiana may apply. 
  
•  Qualifying students and teachers in both private and public institutions may apply for a  
    scholarship.  
 
•  Please note that certain scholarships have additional and/or particular requirements. 
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLYING FOR A SCHOLARSHIP 

 
  
•  Complete the 2008 CODOFIL scholarship application.  Do not forget to attach a recent  
    passport-size photograph (2� X 2�) of yourself to your application. Only professional passport-   
    size photographs will be accepted.  Cut-outs from a personal photograph with friends or  
    graduation photographs will not be accepted. 
  
•  If you are not a U.S. citizen, please include a copy of your permanent resident card. 
  
•  Compose a letter of motivation, telling the scholarship selection committee why you are applying  
    for a scholarship, how a scholarship would benefit you, why you should be selected to receive a  
    scholarship, etc.  Letters of motivation must be in French and must be typed.  
 
•  Include one (1) current official university transcript. In order for your transcript to be considered  
    official, it must be mailed in a sealed envelope and it must be mailed directly by your university  
    to the CODOFIL office. 
  
•  Include two (2) letters of recommendation, each in a sealed envelope.  Letters for students must  
    be from university professors or university officials who know the candidate and his/her  
    achievements and career goals.  Letters for teachers must be from school principal, foreign  
    language supervisor, school board member, parish school officials, etc. 
 
    You may attach your professor�s letter of recommendation to your scholarship application, as    
    long as your professor�s letter is in a sealed envelope.  Some professors prefer to mail their 
    letter directly to the CODOFIL office. 
  
•  Schedule and take the Oral Proficiency Interview (OPI) with one of the professors listed below.  
    Bring the $20 testing fee with you to your appointment. Your interviewer will record your score  
    and return the form directly to the CODOFIL office. Your interviewer will ask you questions in    
    French so that CODOFIL will have an idea of your level of spoken French.  Please do not wait  
    until a week or two before the deadline to schedule your OPI interview!  If you wait until the  
    last minute to schedule your OPI, the professor may not be available to administer your OPI,  
    resulting in an incomplete, and therefore rejected, scholarship application.

Vous devrez enseigner douze heures par semaine de cours de conversation en anglais. Vous 
recevrez une indemnitØ mensuelle d�environ 750 � (aprŁs les taxes). Vous arriverez en France mi-
septembre 2008 et vous finirez l�annØe scolaire mi-juin 2009. 
 
Stages PØdagogiques de Courte DurØe (SPCD):

SCHOLARSHIPS FROM FRENCH EMBASSY IN THE UNITED STATES 
 
 
Each year the French Embassy in the Unites States offers a variety of opportunities for American 
students and teachers to study in France, either for a few weeks or for one year.  In order to apply, 
you must visit the French Embassy�s website (www.frenchculture.org) to download the application 
form.  Here is a list of the scholarships offered for 2008: 
  
English Teaching Assistant Program:  
The French Embassy in the United States offers approximately 1,000 assistantships to American 
citizens who are 20 to 30 years of age and who have received or will receive their university 
degree. You will be responsible for teaching 12 hours of conversational English per week. You will 
receive approximately 750 � (after taxes) per month . You should arrive in France around mid-
September 2006 and will finish the school year in mid-June 2008. 
 
Short-Term Pedagogical Courses/Training:  
The French Embassy in the United States offers scholarships to foreign language teachers who 
are American citizens or permanent residents and who are primary or secondary education 
teachers. These scholarships give candidates the chance to study for three weeks in France, 
usually during the month of July, in a training center that specializes in foreign language education. 
The scholarship covers a round-trip train ticket from Paris to the area where you will be staying, 
tuition, training and a part of housing fees and meals.  
 
 Chateaubriand Scholarships:  
The French Embassy in the United States offers about 20 research scholarships to American 
doctoral students in Humanities or Social Sciences. All candidates must be U.S. citizens and must 
be enrolled in an American university. The scholarship covers one round-trip plane ticket to 
France, a monthly stipend of 1,300 � during nine mo nths and health insurance.  
 
Youth & Sports Grants:  
If you are an undergraduate or graduate student between the ages of 18 and 25, speak French 
and want to spend about 10 days in France, consider applying for a Youth & Sports Grant! The 
scholarship covers lodging, meals and activities. Among the programs that were offered in the past 
are: Cannes Film Festival, Avignon Festival, International Photography Meeting in Arles and 
Discover Paris by Foot, Cycle or Rollerblades.
